Assigned Book: Getting Life by Julie Cole Shaw

Getting Life offers a rare glimpse behind the closed doors of long term care. This fictional story
draws readers into the wheelchair of Emily Mason, a 35-year-old nonverbal woman with
cerebral palsy, and allows you to share each of her experiences -- painful, thrilling, or
confusing—as she struggles to leave the nursing home behind and join the community.

List of Books:

Emergence: Labeled Autistic by Temple Grandin

Temple Grandin was diagnosed with autism at the age of three. An intelligent child with a thirst
for knowledge, but unable to properly express herself or control her behavior, Temple struggled
through grade school. Eventually moved from a 'normal’ school to an educational program for
autistic children, she began to suffer 'nerve attacks.' Now Temple tells the story of how she went
from a fear-gripped, autistic child to a successful professional and a world leader in her field.

The Spirit Catches You and You Fall Down by Anne Fadiman

Anne Fadiman walks an incredibly fine, and very well documented, line as she describes what
happens when American medical technology meets up with a deep and ancient Eastern
culture. A little Hmong girl is diagnosed with epilepsy which her parents believe is caused by
spirits. Because of this belief, they try to cure her illness not with western medication but their
own Hmong ways. The doctors and other professionals want to help the child with the best
medical treatment.

Strong in the Broken Places by Richard M. Cohen

Strong at the Broken Places is the remarkable story of five ordinary people trapped in the
complex world of serious chronic illness. Cohen spent three years chronicling the lives of five
diverse "citizens of sickness": Denise, who suffers from ALS; Buzz, whose Christian faith helps
him deal with his non-Hodgkin's lymphoma; Sarah, a determined young woman with Crohn's
disease; Ben, a college student with muscular dystrophy; Larry, whose bipolar disorder is
hidden within. The five are different in age and gender, race and economic status, but they are
determined to live life on their own terms.

Waist-High in the World: A Life among the Nondisabled by Nancy Mairs

Mairs is a writer of heightened sensibility not entirely attributable to the years she has spent
using a wheelchair because of advancing multiple sclerosis. From her viewpoint, approximately
at the level of other people's navels, she constructs here "a Baedeker for a country to which no
one travels willingly," the story of a life shaped by severe physical disability. In this collection of
ruminative, exploratory essays, there is also earthy humor as Mairs addresses issues that range
from physical intimacy and a spouse's health problems to concerns with public facilities and her
advocacy achievements.

Use the following questions for both papers—1 paper about the assigned book and 1
paper about the book of your choice:

1. What did you learn about your own perspective on disability issues from
reading this book?

2. Did you agree or disagree with the way disability was portrayed in the
book? Were there sections or ideas that you agreed with, but others
you did not?

3. What did you learn in general about disability issues from reading the
book? For example: Were there historical facts that were new to you? Did
you learn about a different point of view? Were you surprised by anything
you read?

4. Did the book focus on “fixing” the person or changing the environment?

5. How will what you have read help you in your life and/or profession?

Time Limit: 20-25 minutes
Items to address in team presentation

1. How did you arrive at a project goal?

e Present the content of the process. What was the PAR group process like for you as
a group and as individuals in the group?

e What ideas did you consider for your PAR project?

e Which ideas did you discard and how did you arrive at an agreed upon goal for the
group to accomplish?

e If the agency director had an idea to start with, did you have to negotiate the scope
of the project? What changes, if any, were made to the scope of the project based on
group or agency feedback?

2. What strategies did you develop to meet your goal?
e If you collected data or developed a product, what strategies did you use to reach
your final goal?
e What adaptations did you have to make along the way?
e What input did individuals with disabilities, parents and providers have in the
process?

3. What future recommendations do you have for the next PAR group that works with
this agency?

Suggestions for the presentation:
e Consider alternatives to a traditional presentation—some examples used in the past
include: puppet shows, video clips of your group in action, re-enactments of key events
in the PAR process (i.e., humorous skits of problems encountered and how they were
solved, karaoke, etc. Use your imagination, make an impression, and have fun!

e The purpose is to share the process your group went through in improving an aspect
of the services provided by the agency you worked with and any products or tools you

developed.

IDASL PAR Project
Poster Presentation Guidelines

Instructions: Each PAR team will design a poster about their PAR Project, using the following
guidelines. Making an actual poster is not required. The various posters hung in the CPD can be used
for examples and ideas. Each PAR team will include the poster design in their PAR Project Presentation
on April 2" in class. Turn in a hardcopy and an electronic file of the poster design with the PAR Project

group report.

Dimensions:
e The recommended size for a poster is 32” high by 22” wide.
e Eight and one-half (8-1/2") by eleven (11") sheets of paper make satisfactory poster units.

Poster Content:
e Include a heading with:
1. the poster title that is friendly and simple,
2. the site of the PAR project,
3. the names of the PAR team members.

e Include at least one poster unit explaining each of the following:
1. astatement of the PAR Project, the research focus and/or problem;
2. objectives of the research, what you are hoping to achieve;
3. the methodology used to solve the problem or implement the program;
4. the major findings or outcomes and their significance;
5. conclusions and recommendations for sites.

Tips for an effective poster presentation

1. Visual appeal:

Visuals may enhance the effectiveness of your presentation. Think in terms of graphic impact.
Simplicity and legibility are more important than artistic embellishments, however. Charts, drawings,
photographs, and other illustrations are encouraged.

2. Text & Layout:

Use simple fonts that are easy to read and bold the headings. The font must be large enough that
words can be read from 3-4 feet away. Place the information on the poster board so that the
movement of the eyes is natural, i.e., left to right and top to bottom. The CPD and USU logos need to
be included somewhere on the poster.

3. Presentation of Information:
o Bracket the poster with an introduction at the beginning and a list of conclusions at the end.
e The poster should be self-explanatory, so that its main points will be easily communicated.
e Do not load it down with large amounts of methodological detail or lists of reference.

KEEP IT SIMPLE!

People spend less than 3 minutes looking at a poster — What is your MAIN message?
